MORE ON ROCKY GAP STATE PARK

Rocky Gap offers a variety of hiking trails. The Lakeside Trail, a moderate 4.5 mile trail that encircles Lake Habeeb, of-
fers hikers scenic beauty of the area. Crossing over four-foot bridges, trekking along the shoreline and winding through
the woodlands are what makes this such a diverse trail. A magnificent view of the one mile long gorge is the gift hikers
will get when they reach the overlook on the one-quarter mile long Canyon Overlook Trail. Rock hop down into the can-
yon on the challenging five-mile long Evitts Homesite Trail and find yourself surrounded by Hemlock, Laurel and Rhodo-
dendron. Cross the small cascading stream on the footbridge and begin to climb Evitts Mountain. This trail climbs about
1,000 feet in elevation in 2.5 miles. Plan to take water and a camera and spend a couple hours. A great hike for those
willing to take the challenge. For more information check out http://www.dnr.state.md.us/publiclands/western/rockygap.html.

What to bring: We'll be
tent-camping on a three
acre, flat, grassy site.
There are several elec-
trical outlets as well as
a small cabin on the
site. There is only one
group fire pit in the mid- O
dle of the site. In addi-
tion to bringing food

and the usual gear, be
prepared for swimming,
canoe/kayak/paddleboat
rental, fishing and hik-
ing and just chilling,
cooling and having a
fun relaxing time.

Directions from Balti-
more: Take I-70 west
to 1-68 west to exit
50, Rocky Gap State
Park. Attendees need
to make their way to
the "Family Group"
campsite (note: not
the "Youth Group"
